Dear Business & Industry TIG Members: 

The Business and Industry Topical Interest Group (B&I TIG) cordially invites you to submit a proposal for presentation at the American Evaluation Association’s annual conference. The 2010 Conference will be held from Wednesday, November 10, through Saturday, November 13, 2010, in San Antonio, Texas, USA. The presidential strand for this year’s conference is Evaluation Quality.  Quality, from a management point of view, is the result of achieving the project’s goal through managing the three constraints of scope, schedule and budget.  From an evaluation point of view, however, quality often means robustness. It also means complying with quality standards that are either mandated by the donor, local government (such as laws and regulations), or by professional standards (such as health).  Quality control is the process of and a commitment to delivering projects that meet or exceed the expectations of stakeholders, which means that quality is ultimately defined by the beneficiary.  So evaluation quality is a rich and multifaceted theme around which to consider, examine, debate, deliberate, showcase, and envision its business and industry implications and practical applications.  If the intersection of evaluation quality and private enterprise is of research interest to you, we are eager to receive your proposal. 

Some evaluation quality seed-thoughts include, but are not limited to:  

· Who is auditing the evaluation function?
· Do I need an evaluation quality “Plan, Do, Check” tool? 
· How do we ensure evaluation quality in our practice?
· Does delivering the most expensive service equate to better quality?
· Is evaluation quality control additional work or value-added work?
· What are the forms and uses of metaevaluation?
Some areas of concentration include, but are not limited to: 
· Human resources management (e.g., recruitment, selection & retention policies and practices; performance appraisal and performance management policies and practices; or 360˚ assessment and feedback)
· Human resources development (e.g., training and development policies and practices; measuring training efficacy and transfer; or measuring training return on investment) 
· Organizational and process quality (e.g., mentoring programs; succession management and planning programs; leadership development; coaching programs; or change initiatives and interventions)
· Consumer-oriented evaluation policies and practices (e.g., new product introduction & testing; ethics; etc.)
· Knowledge Management (needs assessment, program evaluation, measures of effectiveness, measuring ROI, and alternatives to ROI as a primary evaluation parameter).

We welcome proposals in a variety of formats that include multi-paper, roundtable discussion, debate, workshop, lecture and poster.  We strongly encourage AEA members and B&I TIG members, specifically, to submit proposals. We also are aggressively seeking new members and welcome proposals from non-AEA members interested in driving business and industry performance. The deadline for submitting proposal is midnight (US Eastern Standard Time) Friday, March 19, 2010.
