PRESERVATION: Maine’s cultural organizations include more than 300 museums. The Pejepscot Historical Society in Brunswick, founded in 1888, operates two historic houses including The Skolfield-Whittier House, the home of three generations of sea captains and physicians. The Society received a $50,000 “Save America’s Treasures” grant in 2004 to stabilize the interior environment following 80 years without heat in the house in the winters.
COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT: Monhegan Island, 12 miles off the coast of Maine, has been home to a summer colony of artists since the 1880s. The island’s remote landscape inspired many nationally known painters, including George Bellows, Edward Hopper, Robert Henri and Rockwell Kent, who lived on Monhegan from1905 to1910. The Monhegan Museum received a $1000 grant from the Maine Community Foundation in 2000 in support of a community photography exhibition. 
ACCESS: Maine’s small-town libraries include 18 sponsored by Andrew Carnegie, built between 1901 and 1912. One of them is the Cary Library in Houlton, bordering New Brunswick, Canada, and the birthplace of Theodore Gerrish, a member of Maine’s Twentieth Regiment in the Civil War. In 2002 the Library received a grant from the State for $10,762 to improve online access by upgrading the server.
