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Topic: Building Stakeholder-Friendly Visual Logic Models With DoView 2.0

Description: Do you spend hours drawing and formatting outcomes models and program logic models, yet end up with results that are cramped and confusing? Paul Duignan has been a practicing evaluator for over 20 years and is involved in the development of DoView software. This webinar will be a product demonstration of the newly released DoView version 2.0, purpose-built to allow you to save time while developing attractive, useful, detailed logic models.

Drawing logic models (outcomes models, theories of change) with stakeholders in real-time during a meeting is challenging. DoView is the world’s first visual outcomes modeling software - designed specifically for use in building such models when working in stakeholder groups. The recently released DoView 2.0 includes many new features and enhancements that have been requested by DoView users over the last year. 
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The software requirements for building logic models and theories of change are for a piece of software that is: very easy to use in front of a meeting; helps you draw models as large as you like; allows for left-to-right and bottom-to-top models; is able to include links to local files on your computer; and incorporates images in models for faster communication with stakeholders. It also still needs to be a stand-alone piece of software (not only web-based) because not everyone (particularly community and international development groups) is connected to the internet at all times.  

DoView 2.0 has all these features but, in addition, it also lets you create web-page versions of your models you can put up on the internet. When creating these, you can chose to include the original file that created the web page version. With this innovation, people who like your model when they view it in its web page version, can immediately download a copy of the file which created it. If they have DoView, they can then start amending it to make it fit the details of their particular program. This is ideal for best practice sharing because it lets people all over the world share logic models.
